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75% of Proposition 63 (MHSA) funding goes toward Community Services and Supports (CSS) programs.  Veterans are one of the populations named by Prop 63.

20% of Prop 63 funding is used for Prevention and Early Intervention (PEI) services that are designed to prevent mental illness from becoming severe or disabling.  PEI programs must serve people with or at risk for mental illness because of either individual or group factors, which includes Veterans.

5% of the total funding for each county CSS and PEI programs fund Innovation (INN) programs.  These programs test new, unproven mental health models with the potential to become tomorrow’s best practices.
